


















World’s various sustained heritages have been indigenously adapted to live 
with the wild land, forest, water, trees, plants, stones, etc. in such dialogue 
which brings and opens to these more renewed significance of life. 
Indigenous life works to make the significance upon the Earth to grow on its 
life’s diversity - providing significance for things how they can be lived with in 
those forms in which Earth brings them up.
Earth opens itself up as such living space for all beings, where each thing 
finds significance, how it takes place upon the Earth - and people’s life builds 
significance for such localities where some life grows,  nurturing them as 
source and home of what grows there. 
To the ancestrally inherited sense/significance of things - how the stone is 
stone, how mountain is mountain, river is river, etc. - people add something  
by bringing livable significance from the daily lived life to become found in 
that how our surroundings take place upon the Earth.

Majority of world’s peoples have indigenously built and found such meaning 
and sense for the surrounding environment that is integral for environments’ 
own regeneration - and thus does not displace it. 

People can live more by significance which they bring to the world and not by 
what they consume from the world. We sense and breath indigenously our 
surroundings upon the Earth as signifying earlier, more openly - and more 
internal to things finding their significance - than that things are what they are 
why they are.
 
Only our modern life has not learned to live by creating, finding or bringing to 
the world itself wider new significance by which it could sustain itself.  
Modern world con-
sumes by its means 
of life and production  
such significance of 
the Earth, atmosphere 
and life within them, 
which indigenous life 
has brought upon the 
Earth. 

Even though our mod-
ern life have  inherited 
the Earth for free from 
the indigenous heri-
tage, it has taken the 
Earth under such con-
trol, which excludes the 
sustainable indigenous 
use and significance of 
the Earth.

For indigenous justice 
the Earth, forest and 
water are free for ev-
eryone’s basic needs 
of life - without any 
ownership control re-
stiricting this justice to 
live on Earth. 
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
